Healthy Kids - Happy Parents - Happy Teachers:

As cold and flu season bears down on us, please refer to your school handbook
when a question arises about whether your child should attend school. When in
doubt, feel free to let them stay home and rest up, or give us a call if you have any
guestions or concerns.

Please let your child's teacher know if your child is taking medicine for a cough,
allergies, etc. This can sometimes make them lethargic, inattentive or more prone to
“melt downs”. If we are aware they are medicated, it will help us better understand
their behavior.

Don’t forget to call if your child is out sick. It's important for us to know what
"BUGS" are going around.

Jacket Self Help Skills- As cooler weather approaches, the children will be wearing
jackets and coats on the playground on a regular basis. Please practice with your child
at home on how to properly put these on. They will be proud of their independence
in this area. One key that is a huge time saver is that they learn how to turn their
sleeves "right side out” when they hang them on their coat hook. That way their coats
will be ready to quickly put on for quick exits to the playground. We understand this
may be a challenge for our younger classes, but certainly our two older classes are
capable of mastering this skill and possibly even managing easy buttons, snaps and
zips.
